Research Grants – For Phds and young Scientists  
 

Aims:  
•  for various qualification phases and stages in a career 
•  promote the exchange of experience and networking amongst colleagues 
•  primary: to promote research projects within the context of doctoral 

programmes  
 
Research Grants – Short-Term  

•  à 1month to a maximum of 6 months 
•  selection committee decides about the length of the grant depends 

on the project in question and the applicant's work schedule. 
•  The grant is non-renewable.  

Research Grants – for more than 6 month

Excellently-qualified doctoral candidates and young academics and

•  a convincing and well-planned research project or course of 

continuing education 
•  academic achievements 
•  additional documents that prove academic suitability / 

information about extracurricular activities 
 
Language Skills:  
•  required language level depends on applicant's study plans and 

subject: often at least a good knowledge of German is expected

•  opportunity to carry out research  
•  continue education in Germany 

•  1-3 month, between may 2014 and january 2015 



Research Stays for University Academics and Scientists 
Requirements  

 
What requirements must be met? 
•  Applicants must work at a university or institute of higher 

education in their home country. 
•  The research project must be coordinated with an academic 

host institute in Germany. The applicant must be provided with a 
workplace. 

 
•  Selection – most important criteria :  
•  academic achievements and recent publications which must be 

documented in the curriculum vitae and a list of publications 
•  a convincing and well-planned research project

who were funded for a period of over six months 
•  Former East German scholarship holders who studied for at
