All candidates who have chosen a major
taught in Bulgarian and have no command
of the language can attend a 9-month
Preparatory course, which is conducted by
the Department of Foreign Languages at the
University of Economics-Varna.

The preparatory course includes 650 hours
Bulgarian language, 170 hours Specialized
terminology, 60 hours Mathematics, 60
hours Economics and 60 hours Introduction
to Business.

If the candidate has a good command of
Bulgarian but does not hold a certificate,
it is possible to sit an exam and after its
successful completion to be enrolled directly
in the chosen major.
